In a new era of business and society, skills such as being flexible,
adaptable, being able to work cooperatively with those who are
different from us in thinking, experiences, and perspectives, serve
us well. Having a growth mindset allows one to learn and grow. By
contrast, simply complaining and focusing on an impasse and what
can't be done leave us dead in the water.

Young people desperately need positive role models who exemplify
accountability, responsibility, generosity, mindfulness, kindness, and
community participation.
